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A Big Thank You

Thank you to everyone who made comments on the Tamworth Borough Council Local Development Framework (LDF) Questionnaire during February 2006. Thank you also to those who have taken part in various other consultation initiatives that contribute to our understanding of the needs and aspirations of Tamworth residents and businesses. 

Purpose of the Consultation

The LDF Questionnaire was about raising general awareness that the LDF process has begun. It was also about engaging with people early on and gaining a few ideas about the issues affecting Tamworth. The comments received will inform the Sustainability Appraisal for the Core Strategy Development Plan Document. The comments will also inform the Core Strategy itself and the evidence base that underpins the process. 

How the Council is involving the community

The Council sent 220 LDF questionnaires to organisations and voluntary groups from the Tamworth area. The questionnaire was also posted on the Council website at www.tamworth.gov.uk.

The Tamworth Listens Campaign: The Borough Councils constitution states that there must be a debate with Tamworth residents to inform and shape the priorities that the Council’s Cabinet set for the town. This happened at the State of the Environment Debate held on the 27th September 2005. This work can also be used to inform the LDF:

The work is timetabled for completion by mid/end of April. The questions will focus on what people think of, and how people perceive their immediate neighbourhood and also their housing needs.

CONSULTATION RESPONSES

LDF Questionnaires

There were 26 respondents, 23 of which had comments to make and were entered onto our database. 2 further respondents had changes to their contact details to inform us about and 1 respondent wished to be deleted from our database. Appendix A provides a list of the 23 respondents with comments to make.

Q1: Please provide a description of any information, data, statistics or knowledge that you have.

There has been a good response to this question with respondents highlighting important data sets and statistics. Most of the information appears to be available to the Council and located on websites.

A number of respondents who have been actively engaged with the Council over the current local plan and its inquiry, point out that a lot of information associated with this work will also be useful for the future. Appendix B provides details of each respondent.

Q2: Do you have any plans, policies or strategies that deal with economic, social, environmental matters or have land use implications.

This question has been helpful to inform the Council of important strategies and plans that the Core Strategy will need to take into account. It highlights the wealth of information available to the Council and presents us with the problem of what to include and what to exclude. Appendix C provides details of the plans and strategies.

Q3: Please inform us of any matters that you think we need to take into account when writing our core strategy.

What people value about Tamworth is it’s history, countryside, open spaces and the facilities. What people dislike about Tamworth are the litter, the anti social behaviour particularly in the town centre and traffic congestion at Ventura Park. Appendix D provides further detailed comments.

Q4: Please could you inform us of any future planning proposals that either you or your organisation is considering that you feel the Council needs to be aware of. 

A range of responses were received to this question identifying potential housing development areas and some real proposals for relocation of various Tamworth services. All respondents are keen to engage with the Council and work with us to resolve some of the issues highlighted throughout the consultation, whereas others stress the importance of the Council undertaking key research to underpin the plan. Appendix E provides more information on this.
Tamworth Listens September 2005

The issues raised shaped the priorities of the Council and informed the `State of the Tamworth’ debate.

More than 80 people attended the two workshop events.

Individuals either visiting the website or sending in comments on forms and postcards raised over 130 issues. 

The top six issues raised through the Tamworth Listens consultation process were:
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The key issues raised were:

· Anti social behaviour linked with yob culture and the elderly’s fear of crime in the town centre. 

· Threatening street scene with vandalism and graffiti in the underpasses.

· Recycling generates interest because people are unhappy that the weekly bin collections have gone in response to the need for us to recycle. Litter in the town centre is an issue that continues to appear as important in each consultation exercise. 

· Transport issues centre on the congestion problems at Ventura Park.

· Planning issues centre on the protection of valuable open space.

The Rawlett Community Sports College consultation reveals a number of issues that affects 15-16 year olds. Their priorities are clearly shopping and going out opportunities rather than where they will live and work in the future. Whilst they feel that Tamworth has a lot to offer, it costs too much to participate or use public transport to get to where they want to be. They feel that the town centre doesn’t offer a range of shops that would appeal to them. 

When questioned their general attitude towards Tamworth was to leave the town and live elsewhere, although they couldn’t really explain why and it is suspected that this could just be the general attitude of pupils this age. There are far fewer `Good’ things listed about Tamworth, than `Bad’. 

Many of the pupils were hoping to attend the Tamworth and Lichfield College to undertake vocational qualifications, in particular beauty courses were very popular with the girls. 

Identification of the historic importance of Tamworth, its proximity to the countryside and the need to improve signage throughout the town shows a maturity that the pupils are able to see past the obvious urban fabric of the town and it’s people. What these pupils value and dislike about the town are very similar to the LDF questionnaire responses and the Tamworth Listens responses.

The Anker Valley consortium has secured options to develop land at the Anker Valley in accordance with the allocation in the Draft Local Plan 2001-2011. The development of this land was promoted through the Local Plan Inquiry on the basis of a mixed-use development. The council ahs subsequently reduced the allocation t0 1,021 dwellings but the evidence presented to the Inquiry represents an important source of economic, social and environmental information not only for the current allocation but also for a far wider area of the Anker Valley. 
In addition to the evidence presented at the inquiry, there are also a series of Statements of Common Ground agreed with the Council and Staffordshire County Council.
