Frequently Asked Questions

	Q1.
	How long will the demolition last?



	A1.
	We are informed that demolition could take anywhere between 12 and 16 weeks. The exact time will be dependent on what is found as demolition proceeds, the need to ensure all existing services are cut off in a safe manner, and the weather.


	Q2.
	What is going to be demolished?



	A2.
	All of the shops that formed the Gungate Precinct, and the former Co-op Dairy buildings will be demolished. Bennetts Taxi’s and properties fronting Marmion Street will be retained at this stage.


	Q3.
	How long will it be a car park?



	A3.
	Until the actual retail development commences, potentially up to 3 years.


	Q4.
	Will I be charged for parking on the site?



	A4.
	yes the Council will operate the car park as a pay and display car park in the same manner as its others until the retail development commences.


	Q5.
	Can I use my business parking permit on the site?



	A5.
	No – it will be operated as a short stay car park, the same as the existing car park at Spinning School Lane.


	Q6.
	Will the enforcement officers have any powers on the site?



	A6.
	Yes it will be operated under TBC parking Orders.



	Q7.
	When will the re-build start and what will it look like?



	A7.
	Outline planning permission was granted on 2nd July 2010 and the developer now has up to 3 years to agree a detailed scheme with the Council. Once a detailed scheme has been approved the developer has a further 2 years to commence development. We have a broad idea of what the scale of the development would be, but the architects are still working on the detailed design. The final scheme will be dependent on the occupant’s requirements as well as producing a high quality design that recognises the sites location in the historic heart of the town near to residential properties such as the Almshouses. Once the architects have completed their detailed drawings they will have to submit to the Borough Council them for approval. At this stage the Council will give a lot of publicity to the scheme, and ask what people think of it, before making any decision.


	Q8.
	How are the building materials being disposed of and is anything being recycled/re-used?



	A8.


	The buildings will be demolished and where possible materials recycled. The brick and concrete will be crushed on site and some will be used reused to create the temporary car park, metal reinforcement used in the building will be separated out and recycled. Any surplus material will be taken from the site to a suitable disposal site.


	Q9.
	How accessible will the car park be for people with mobility issues/in wheelchairs/scooters etc?



	A9.
	Provision is made for 24 disabled parking spaces close to Lower Gungate. Fencing will be provided along the Lower Gungate frontage with gaps for pedestrians/ wheelchairs, scooters etc., but vehicular access from the car park to the pedestrianised part of Lower Gungate will not be permitted.


	Q10.
	How noisy will it be and at what time in the morning will work start and what time will work end each day?



	A10.
	Inevitably the demolition of large buildings will involve the use of vehicles and power tools, particularly in order to remove the reinforced concrete structures. This will create noise. We will work with the demolition contractor to ensure that their working hours of the day cause minimum disturbance to local residents and businesses in the area. A crusher is to be located on the site in a position to be agreed, the precise location of the crusher will take into account neighbouring residents and businesses. We hope to have more information on this matter in the next few days.
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
