In line with national best practice, Tamworth Borough Council has conducted a review of the current commissioning framework, process and procedures for awarding grants to voluntary sector organisations.  This has been to inform an “intelligent commissioning” approach to funding for implementation in July 2010. The new framework ensures that new commissioning procedures are Compact compliant, clear and transparent.





The Tamworth Borough Council currently provides direct annual support of £164,000 through grants to six voluntary sector organisations and additional one off sports, arts and small grants.  A further £80,000 is given in-kind through rents and building subsidies. Other service specific funding is paid to the voluntary and community sector via individual agreements with TBC services, such as Housing.


Newly commissioned services have also been funded through housing, environment and the National Health Services.





In the future, we will look at aligning funds much more closely to provide joined up outcomes to benefit the residents of Tamworth.
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
