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        Appendix A
1. Grant of Licences

1.1 All market traders will be required to complete an application form relating to the granting of a Licence.

1.2 The grant of a Licence to occupy a market stall or to trade from a place other than a market stall at any market under the jurisdiction of Tamworth Borough Council shall be subject to these conditions and to the written acceptance thereof by the trader.

1.3 The grant of a Licence to occupy a market stall / pitch shall not entitle the trader to any form of tenancy of the stall / pitch or the site occupied.

1.4 If a trader intending to occupy a stall / pitch is unable to do so because of circumstances beyond the control of the Council, the Council may at its sole discretion allocate to the trader any stall / pitch, which it considers to be a reasonable and suitable alternative.

1.5 On being granted a Licence and in compliance with the requirements of Trading Standards, traders will display a sign detailing information of the trader’s name and registration number.  Tamworth Borough Council will issue the initial sign free of charge however, replacement signs will be charged at £7.50 per sign.

1.6 Where there is a material change to the information supplied on the Registration Form the Markets Officers must be consulted and an amended Registration Form Completed.

2. Transfer of Licences

2.1 Stalls or pitches cannot be transferred, sublet, or otherwise disposed of without the express prior permission of Tamworth Borough Council in writing.

2.2 Tamworth Borough Council shall have the power to decide, at its sole discretion that shall be granted a Licence under the conditions of transfer.

2.3 Licences may only be transferred under the following circumstances:

Subject to a trader having traded for ten consecutive years or more and having a minimum of an 85% attendance record then that trader may transfer the Licence to a named third party provided that the Borough Council is satisfied that the third party meets the necessary criteria for traders.

Furthermore, the third party on taking up the Licence will be eligible to eight years trading rights and required to trade either on a like for like basis OR introduce a unique product line OR for the purpose of acquiring additional space, providing that the balance of product ranges are retained on the market. The Licence holder will be required to retain the same line for a period not less than two years. In return, the location will be guaranteed to the Licence holder for the same period subject to there being any legal or legitimate reason for relocating stalls or pitches.                                        

Traders are solely responsible for providing details of the named third party.  A minimum of 3 months prior to the proposed date of transfer.

In the event of a death of a traders qualifying for the Right of Transfer and no third party has been named, then the Borough Council at its sole discretion will decide to whom future Licences are granted.

The fee for the Transfer of Licence is £500 payable by the third party to the Borough Council.

2.4 Traders shall not under any circumstances permit any other person except those employed by them, to use the stall.

2.5 All new regular traders shall be granted a “Temporary Licence” to trade, which shall be valid for six months.  Provided that the trader has fully complied with the Conditions of Licence throughout this ‘probationary period’ a Full Licence to trade will be issued.

3. Termination of Licences

3.1 Licences shall be terminable by two weeks notice in writing by either party expiring at any time.

3.2 Traders failing to comply with the Conditions of Licence or to any direction given by the Markets Officers or any Authorised Officer of the Borough Council, may be subject to the Disciplinary Procedure as detailed at Clause 10.

4. Traders Records
4.1 Traders will be issued with a record card, which they are required to complete and return to the Markets Officers.  This will include their name, address, range of goods, insurance details (including expiry date) and telephone number(s).  These details will be subject to compliance with the Data Protection Act.

4.2 In addition when an assistant is to be left in charge of the stall / pitch for the entire trading day or a proportion thereof, his / her name must be included on the Registration Form.

5. Public Liability Insurance

5.1 Traders shall at all times hold a current Public Liability Insurance policy that provides cover of no less than £5,000,000.  This requirement is a Condition of occupying a stall / pitch on any market under the jurisdiction of Tamworth Borough Council.

5.2 The renewal of Public Liability and/or any other insurance policies is the sole responsibility of the trader.  The Borough Council reserves the right for its Officers to conduct random checks on the validity of policies. Traders not able to provide a valid insurance policy will immediately forfeit their right to trade. Proof of valid insurance is to be provided annually

5.3 Such Public Liability Insurance policies as held by the trader shall fully indemnify the Borough Council against any claim for damages in negligence howsoever arising, whenever such a claim is attributable to the negligence or default of the trader or his/her employee(s).

6. Payment of Charges

6.1 Regular traders will be required to lodge a deposit with the Council that will amount to the equivalent to two weeks rent for each stall or pitch occupied per day.  This deposit will not be refundable but will entitle the trader to two weeks free trading after he/she has given notice of his/her intention to cease trading.

6.2 All market charges shall be paid daily at the first time of asking to the Markets Officers or Authorised Officer of the Council designated by the Assistant Director of Property Services. A receipt will be issued when the rent is paid.  All cheques must be made payable to Tamworth Borough Council and have the Traders name and address on the reverse of the cheque.

6.3 Any trader who is 14 days or more in arrears in the payment of any market charges shall be liable to have his/her Licence terminated and all outstanding payments will become due immediately.

6.4 Traders shall pay the full amount due to the Council whether the stall is used or not except as otherwise provided for in these conditions.

6.5 Casual traders wishing to book a guaranteed stall / pitch in advance must pay the full rent at the time of booking. This money is non-refundable in any event.
6.6 Regular traders have the option to pay annually or 6 month in advance for a specified discount (currently 10% annual and 5% 6 month).
7. Scale of Charges

7.1 The Council will review all fees and charges on an annual basis and will normally implement revised charges in April of each year.

7.2 The Council may choose to refer to the Retail Price Index as a guide to the review but not as a sole factor.

7.3 Where possible, the Council will provide Traders with 28 days notice of any / all price changes.  The Council will consult with representatives of the Market Traders Federation during the review process.

8.3 Traders are advised that any stall / pitch not occupied by 8.00am on any day shall be regarded as being available for casual letting.

8.4 With the exception of authorised mobiles, all traders’ vehicles must be removed from the trading area by 8.40am and may not return until the end of trading. Vehicles remaining after this time will be subject to parking regulations.

8.5 Traders should be ready to commence trading by 9.00am  

8.6 All traders shall have vacated the market area(s) by 6.00pm.

9. Noise

9.1 In an effort to minimise disturbance to town centre residents the Council prohibits the use of radios prior to 9am.  

9.2 Traders are asked to exercise control of noise at all times and respond to instructions from the Markets Officers or other authorised Council Officers. This will include radios in traders vans at loading/unloading times. 

9.3 Sound amplification equipment shall not be allowed without the express written consent of the Business Support Co-ordinator (Streetscene) who in turn will consult with Environmental Health Officers.

10. Disciplinary Procedure

10.1 Traders who contravene any of the Regulations of the Market will be issued with an Offence Notice except when the regulations state another remedy.

10.2 Each operating day will be administered individually; any contravention will be applicable for that particular trading day only.

10.3 The following scheme will operate upon the issue of Offence Notices:-

10.4 A recorded verbal warning

10.4    Receipt of one Offence Notice, issue of suspension for two trading days.  Rent payable for days suspended with right of appeal.

10.5    Receipt of two Offence Notices within three months of a first suspension, issue of suspension for 4 trading days.  Rent payable for days suspended with right of appeal.

10.6    Receipt of three Offence Notices within three months of a first suspension, issue of Exclusion Notice.

10.5 A trader who receives a Notice of Suspension, a second Notice of Suspension or an Exclusion Notice may appeal to the Assistant Director Asset Management or his/her successor within three working days of the receipt of the Notice.  The trader may continue to trade until the determination of the appeal.

In any case of serious misconduct the trader will not be allowed to continue trading in any circumstance.

10.8    Serious Misconduct
In the event of an incident of Serious Misconduct by a trader the Council may suspend that person from trading pending a disciplinary hearing by the Assistant Director Asset Management or his/her successor.  The trader has the right to be represented by a fellow trader or a Federation Representative.

10.9    The following are examples of Serious Misconduct but the list is not exhaustive:

Acts of dishonesty, eg. Police enquiries against trader, which may result in legal proceedings.

Acts of indecency

Any act causing or likely to cause death or personal injury to a person

Acts bringing the market into disrepute eg. fighting, selling defective goods

Obscene or abusive language

Illegal trading, eg. no insurance cover, failure to pay rent, trading from any stall when the market is cancelled.

10.10  Any trader who commits what is considered a serious offence will be liable to immediate exclusion from the market including the removal of goods on display by method to be determined by the Markets Officers.

11. Appeals Procedure

11.1 A trader may appeal to the Deputy Director (Operational Services) or his/her successor against any exclusion or suspension served under Sections 7 and 8, of the regulations within 3 working days of the receipt of the Notice in writing.

11.2 A trader may present his/her case or be represented.  In any event the trader must be present.

11.3 The decision of the Deputy Director (Operational Services) will be final and binding.

11.4 Depending on the severity of the case a trader may be allowed to continue to trade pending the outcome of the appeal unless he/she shall withdraw his/her appeal.  In any case of serious misconduct the trader will not be allowed to continue trading in any circumstance.

11.5 The Council’s Deputy Director (Operational Services) or his/her successor shall give his decision, in writing, as follows:-

· uphold the trader’s appeal

· suspend the trader who will be prevented from trading for a period not exceeding three months or such period as was set out in the Notice of Suspension, whichever is the lesser,

· terminate the trader’s licence (provided this shall not apply if the appeal is against a Notice of Suspension).

12. Complaints Procedure

12.1    Any trader who is aggrieved by a decision of the Markets Officers is entitled to place his/her complaint in writing to the Neighbourhood Services Manager who will arbitrate on the matter.  If the complainant remains dissatisfied with the outcome, the matter may then be pursued through the appeals process above.

13. Holidays

13.1 The Borough Council shall permit all permanent traders who have achieved an 85% attendance record over a period of twelve consecutive months to take the equivalent of 4 days per market traded.  This will be taken in the form of 8 weeks ½ rent commencing the first week in January of any given year.
Traders holidays booked outside of these times will attract normal rent.
14. Long Term Absence

14.1 In the event that any permanent trader is absent for a time exceeding the two weeks period of notice then the trader must inform the Neighbourhood Services Manager in writing of the reason and expected duration of absence.  All cases will be considered on their own merit
14.2
Sickness absence – regular traders will be permitted to take a maximum of two week absence in any one financial year without penalty providing a valid doctors note is available.  Certified absence beyond this will attract full payment of markets fees or termination of licence.

In certain circumstances, market traders have the right of appeal as per the complaints procedure.

15.       Casual Traders

15.1    Stalls / pitches for use by Casual Traders will be allocated at 0800 each day to those casual traders in attendance at the time in accordance with the Casual Traders Charter at Appendix A.

15.2    Traders selling goods not already or only minimally represented on the Market will be given priority.  Thereafter, consideration will be given to those who have obtained the highest number of registered attendances at the Market if stalls can be allocated without upsetting the balance of trading activities.

15.3    Those casual traders not allocated a stall / pitch because of the balance of trading activities will have their attendance registered.

15.4    Any casual trader who is marked absent for four consecutive weeks without prior notice will be removed from the attendance register.

15.5    Any casual trader who refuses a stall / pitch when one is offered on the day will be marked absent or be relegated to the bottom of the attendance register for permanent position.

15.6 Casual traders must have their Public Liability Insurance documents available for inspection at all times by the Markets staff. Failure to provide this will result in immediate loss of pitch.

15.7 Casual traders selling food stuffs MUST have their relevant Food Hygiene, registration and test certificates available for inspection by Tamworth Borough Council Environmental Health.  Failure to provide this will result in immediate loss of pitch and of fees collected.

16.       Market Stalls, Fitments and Fittings

16.1    The Council shall provide stalls, counter boards and canopies solely for the purpose of enabling traders to display goods and produce.  It should be noted that counter boards are provided solely for that purpose and are not to be used for any other intention.

16.2    Traders must not under any circumstances interfere with or relocate canopies.  The attachment of clips, sheets or signs to canopies is prohibited.

16.3 Traders MUST not alter the location of stalls once set up by the Contractor according to the plan advised.  Traders found to have moved stalls will be subject to disciplinary procedure.
16.4 Traders must ensure that side and rear sheets covering extensions are either:

a) colourless and transparent

b) Half yellow/white stripes (as per stall canopies) from ground to counter board level and colourless and transparent above the counter board.

All sheeting must be well presented; good quality and clean at all times.  Suitable sheeting is available for purchase from the Council.

16.4    Alternations to stalls howsoever made are prohibited without the prior written consent of the Markets Officers or Authorised Officer of the Council. 

16.5    Any/all permitted extensions to stalls will be subject to current charges detailed in Section 7.  In the event that an extension results in obstruction or intrusions, or is unsafe, the Markets Officers at their sole discretion may refuse consent.

16.6    The Council does not permit aisle displays.  Traders are advised that side or rear extensions must be below the lower edge of the canopy so as to avoid damage.

16.7    Any trader wishing to convert from an open stall to a “counter” (or vice versa) is required to submit 4 weeks notice in writing to the Markets Officers.

16.8    Beyond normal wear and tear, traders will be responsible for any loss, breakage or damage caused by the trader or an employee of the trader.  The Council reserves the right to charge the trader up to the full cost of replacement items.

16.9 Traders are advised that under the Planning Conditions governing town centre markets, certain areas between stalls are designated pedestrian thoroughfares and consequently must be kept free from obstruction at all times.  Similarly, certain areas are to be kept free from obstruction so as to provide access for emergency vehicles.  The Markets Officers will advise accordingly.

16.10 Any traders wishing to supply erect/dismantle their own stalls and/or trailers must apply in writing for written authority from the Markets Officers.  Authority shall only be granted to traders complying with the Council’s specification (copies on request from Markets Officers).

17. Health & Safety

17.1    Traders are reminded of their duties under the Health & Safety at Work Act 1974, the main provisions affecting traders being:

Section 2:       The general duties of employers to their employees.

Section 3:       The general duties of employers and self-employed persons to persons other than employees, eg members of the public

Section 4:       The general duties of persons concerned with premises to persons other than employees

Section 7:       The general duties of employees whilst at work.

17.2 The provisions of the Health & Safety at Work act 1974 are enforceable by both the Council and the Health & Safety Executive.

17.3 Traders are required to comply with the provisions of the Children and Young Persons Act 1933 and all subsequent amendments, Employment of Children Bylaws (from 1998) and Children (Protection at Work) Regulations 1998.

17.4    In the case of food stalls or mobiles, traders shall be required to comply with Food Safety legislation to the satisfaction of the Council’s Environmental Heath Department.

The following regulations are likely to be of particular relevance to market traders running food businesses:

The Food Safety (General Food Hygiene) Regulations 1995

The Food Safety (Temperature Control) Regulations 1995

The Food Premises (Registration) Regulations 1991

17.5 
For further advice concerning food safety matters traders should contact the Environmental Health Department of Tamworth Borough Council who are responsible for the enforcement of Food Safety legislation in the Tamworth area.
17.6 
In the interests of public safety, traders shall not permit trolleys, pallets, “A” boards (excepting mobiles see 14.6) stock or any other things to be present in any public areas on or within the vicinity of the market.

.

17.7
Traders who operate from mobiles are required to place “A” boards      with tapping board or alternative visual marker across the tow bar to serve as a warning to pedestrians

17.8
With effect from 1 July 2007, Tamworth Market is a smoke free environment.  It is advised that stall holders and customers should not smoke under the canopy area of any stall.  Failure to comply could result in a fixed penalty notice.  

Stall holders should not serve members of the public in any instances whilst smoking cigarettes.  This is in direct contravention of the workplace regulations and could result in a fixed penalty notice.
17.9
Tamworth town centre is an alcohol free zone.  Traders should not drink alcohol whilst trading on stalls nor operate their stalls whilst under the influence of alcohol. Failure to comply will lead to disciplinary procedures.    
18. Line of Goods

18.1    The line of goods stated on the Licence shall not be varied without the written approval of the Markets Manager and the re-submission of an amended registration form.

18.2    The description of goods on the registration form must be comprehensive and unambiguous. For example: traders who indicate on their offer of intention to sell for example fancy goods, household lines or bric a brac shall be required to define precisely each and every type or kind of article to be offered for sale.

18.3    The Council reserves the right to define approved items for sale particularly where it considers the line of goods declared to be ambiguous owing to the use of general or otherwise imprecise description.

19. Prohibited Goods

19.1    No medicines including paracetomol and aspirin, cigarettes, drugs or drug related merchandise can be sold or displayed at any time.

19.2    Traders and their employees shall not sell disposable cigarette lighters, lighter fuel, solvents, aerosol sprays, cleaning fluids or other such substances to persons under the age of 18.

These items may not be displayed at the front of stalls, on the ground or in such a way that children may easily access them.

19.3 Knives, axes, saws or any other type of sharp or dangerous implement must be displayed in a safe and proper manner at a height that prevents them being access by children.

Knives may not be sold to persons under 16 years of age.  Proof of age must be requested.

Knives may only be displayed in a closed box.

19.4
The sale of alcohol for specialist markets is subject to the terms and conditions of the Town Centre Premises Licence and only after authorisation from the Tamworth Borough Council Designated Premises Supervisor.  Applications to sell alcohol must be made no less than 4 weeks prior to the event. The vendor must have a current Personal Licence and alcohol should be sold in sealed bottles ONLY.
20.       Conduct of Business

20.1 Traders shall conduct their business in such a manner as to maintain the good order, discipline and reputation of the market.

20.2 Traders must comply with the Sale of Goods Act 1994. Goods must not be misrepresented either visually or verbally and defective goods must be exchanged or a cash refund given. 

20.3    Any accidents unresolved disputes, thefts, losses, disorderly conduct or damaged Council property etc must be reported to the Markets Manager without delay.

20.4    All traders’ vehicles transporting goods to the Market will be unloaded promptly.  No trader shall unreasonably block the access to fellow traders.

20.4
Traders must maintain at least 1500mm of clear footpath between stalls and shop frontage at all times.

21.        Electricity Supply

21.1    Traders are advised that all temporary electrical installations at Market stalls / pitches, including those from generators, must comply with the Electricity at Work Regulations 1989.  Amongst other requirements, the Regulations place an obligation on users to have their electrical installations/equipment annually inspected by a qualified electrician and to submit a photocopy of his/her Inspection Certificate to the Council.

21.2    The Council shall only permit traders to use an electricity supply to a capacity of 110 volts.  Lighting must be a minimum of 2 feet from the Stall canopy.

21.3    Guidance Notes are available from the Council’s Environmental Health Services Department for all stallholders intending to use an electricity supply.

22.       Generators

22.1    Traders are permitted to use small portable low noise generators.  Guidance Notes are available from the Council’s Environmental Health Services Department relating to permitted noise levels.  Traders using generators will be required to submit a photocopy of his/her Inspection Certificate in accordance with 16.1.

22.2    Traders are required to supply and place a metal or plastic drip tray under the generator to prevent stains of stone or brick paving.

23.       Refuse

23.1
Traders are responsible for the removal of all rubbish that accumulates in and around their stall(s) / pitches.  At the commencement of the trading day, each trader will be provided with a plastic refuse sack per stall / pitch for rubbish that accumulates during the course of that day.  Prior to the end of trading, a refuse vehicle will pass along George  Street and Market Street so as to allow traders to dispose of their rubbish.
23.2
Traders that generate more than one sack of refuse per stall may be 

           subject to an additional charge at the full commercial rate

23.3
Rubbish from stalls MUST not be allowed to accumulate in public areas, shop frontages or cause obstruction.  Markets Officers reserve the right to request immediate removal of this rubbish.

23.4
Traders are reminded that only refuse from their trading activities at 

Tamworth Market will be removed by cleansing staff. Any refuse brought from commercial or domestic premises or another market will not be removed by cleansing staff. However, if a trader leaves such refuse then a charge will be made at the full commercial rate and disciplinary action taken.

23.5    In addition, any failure to comply with the requirements of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 may result in the disciplinary process being invoked.

23.6    No traders shall deposit refuse from his/her stall in the litterbins provided for general public use.

24.       Charity Stalls

24.1    The Markets Officers may allocate stall(s) / pitches to recognised charitable organisations or causes for which a reduced rent, approved by Members, may be charged.  Charity workers will be bound by all other Market Regulations including evidence of Public Liability insurance.

25.       Parking Arrangements for Traders

25.1    All traders’ vehicles of less than 1.5 tonnes (30 cwt) must be parked in designated Car Park as advised by Markets Officers.

25.2    All traders are advised that vehicles must only be parked in car parks capable of accommodating appropriate weight restrictions.  (For further information contact the Markets staff).

25.3    Failure to park in designated areas will result in parking regulations being enforced. 

 26.      Road Traffic Orders
26.1 All traders must observe and comply with Road Traffic Orders at all times when using vehicles in connection with market trading.  In particular the one way system in Market Street and George Street must be adhered to and traders will have regard for waiting restrictions when loading and off-loading.

26.2 Traders must not bring their vehicles into the Town Centre outside the 

official loading and unloading times.

26.3 Traders that have “sold out” before the official loading times will be 

allowed to trolley their equipment to the car park but they may not bring their vehicle into the Town Centre.

27.       Amendments/Reviews of Market Conditions

27.1    The Market Conditions will not be reviewed, revised or amended without the prior written approval of Tamworth Borough Council.

27.2    It is proposed to conduct formal reviews in consultation with Market Traders every three years.

27.3 Market Conditions will be amended to reflect changes in legislation, national guidelines or Council Policy as and when appropriate.  All traders will be given 28 days notice of any changes to the Conditions.

APPENDIX A

- CASUAL TRADERS CHARTER -

· The Borough Council’s Housing and Property Services will undertake to manage the allocation of Casual Stalls as follows:

· Stalls / pitches for use by Casual Traders will be allocated at 0800 each day to those Casual Traders in attendance at the time.

· Stalls / pitches will be allocated on a “weighted” assessment of:-

Trader’s Attendance Record           :           0 – 5

Uniqueness of product line              :           0 – 5

Balance of trading activities            :           0 – 3

Previous trading record (if any)       :           (0 – 2)

· Casual Traders not allocated a stall / pitch because of the balance of trading activities will have their attendance registered.

· Casual Traders who refuse a stall /pitch when one is offered will be marked absent or be relegated to the bottom of the attendance record.

· Casual Traders must have their Public Liability Insurance Documents available for inspection at all times.
