Parks and Open Spaces


Only a small number of you didn’t feel the parks and open spaces in Tamworth met your needs. Many saw littering and dog fouling were an issue and felt that tackling this would help improve Tamworth and the parks and open spaces. 





To address these concerns, Tamworth Borough Council has organised a number of Big Tidy Up events as part of the national Keep Britain Tidy campaign. Five events have taken place and volunteers have already collected 175 bags of rubbish. We will also be promoting the environmental enforcement powers that the Street Wardens will have for tackling littering and dog fouling.
