Key impacts that you should note (What this means for you):
1. If the Council’s contractors are unable to gain access to carry out a gas service this could lead to a warrant being applied for to access your home to carry out the service.  
2. Service charges are subject to separate consultation.  You will be notified individually on the method and frequency of charging.  If and when any are introduced you will be given the required notice as stated in Section 3.
3. You are now required to carry out some of the repairs to your home for example renewing fencing all walls – please see the revised agreement for details
4. You are now required to seek permission for some additional repairs and improvements to be carried out in your home for example decorative features such as dado rails and artex
5. You must ask permission if you want to keep more than two pets.  You will also need written permission to keep exotic animals or pets.
6. You must not park any motor home, caravan, boat or business vehicle that has a commercial licence, on the property or in a communal parking area without our permission
7. The list of antisocial behaviour acts ‘not accepted’  have been extended to include the following - use of air rifles or pellet guns contrary to any licence provisions, insulting or threatening letters, text or electronic communication, spitting in the street and false or malicious complaints
8. When ending your tenancy you will be required to give four weeks written notice and vacant possession of the property.
