GRAVE SEARCH AND LOCATION ENQUIRIES

We have 5 cemeteries in the borough of Tamworth for which we hold burial records.  The first burials took place in each cemetery as listed below:

· Amington Cemetery (previously named Amington & Stonydelph)                  29/4/1914

· Glascote Cemetery (previously named Bolehall & Glascote Burial Ground)   22/7/1874 

· Wigginton Road Cemetery (previously named Tamworth Cemetery)             7/12/1876

· Wilnecote New Cemetery (previously named Castle Hall & Liberty)               28/9/1935

· Wilnecote Old Cemetery (previously named Wilnecote Cemetery)                 3/1/1875 

We do not hold records for burials in churchyards, for this information you will need to contact the church direct.
FREE ACCESS TO OLD BURIAL RECORDS IN TAMWORTH LIBRARY

All our old burial records are held on microfilm in the town centre library, which can be accessed, free of charge.  It is recommended that you telephone the library in advance and book time on the microfilm reader as it can be very busy due to the popularity of  genealogy research, the telephone number for the Library is 01827 475645.

FEES CHARGED FOR GRAVE SEARCHES

If you wish for us to find the grave number and any details we may hold on the deceased, there is a charge of £15.00 per search for this service which is payable in advance. Please complete and return the search forms together with the correct fee to: cemetery office, Tamworth Borough Council, Marmion House, Lichfield Street, Tamworth, Staffs B79 7BZ.  Please do not send cash.  Please make cheques payable to Tamworth Borough Council.  Payment is also available on line or over the telephone.  Please contact the cemetery office for further advice. Please note that this fee is for the time it takes to locate a grave number and unfortunately, if we are unable to locate the grave no refund will be available.

To assist in finding the grave numbers for your family graves we will need as a minimum requirement the surname, first name and approximate year of death.  If you could complete the attached forms, with as much information as possible, we will endeavour to locate the grave numbers for your family and complete as much information as we have available. 

  

FEES CHARGED FOR GRAVE LOCATION 

Should you wish to know the location of your grave we do offer a grave location service upon request.  There is a charge of £15.00 per grave for this service which will include our cemetery staff locating the grave in the first instance, marking the grave if required with a 3  
x 2 concrete marker and if we are unable to direct you to the grave by verbal instructions a site meeting can be arranged.

Due to our current heavy workload we can only deal with up to 5 requests at any one time and we aim to respond within 6 to 8 weeks.  If you wish to use our grave location service please allow a further 6 to 8 weeks.
