Extension to Wigginton Cemetery - ePetition
At the Council’s Cabinet meeting on 16th February 2011, Councillors approved the recommendations to reinstate all of the land within the Cemetery for use as burial land. This decision was founded in the need to provide quality burial space for the future; this in turn will mean that the current fenced area used by some residents for walking their dogs will cease to be available for this purpose.
Wigginton cemetery was first used in 1879 as a general mixed religion burial ground. In 1937 additional adjoining land was purchased for future burial use to extend the longevity of the Cemetery.
Later in 1951 the surrounding housing estate was built and all burial land was enclosed within the current curtilage of the cemetery. Burial land is at a premium within the borough and at current usage rates it is anticipated will run out in seven years. 

In order to continue burials once the current cemeteries are at capacity, it is necessary to prepare the additional adjoining land to current standards, this process can be lengthy as there are stringent guidelines for burial land, hence we need to commence work in the near future.
